I. Introductions and Program sharing
· Elk River- shared about a program they offered at a Veterinary school for kids to learn about animal care/veterinary jobs .
· Fridley SAC did a Global Adventures theme for summer.

· Rochester did GRASP math over the summer, and it was very successful.  Summer of Service program is always a big program for middle school students in their district.
· Eden Prairie:  offered some preschool camps that were very popular 
· South Washington County Schools:  KIWI program went really well this summer.  They are working on curriculum for the program.  Also had a STEM Camp for middle school kids.
· Forest Lake offered gap programming for students while their SAC program was closed.  Advertised it earlier than normal, offered lots of field trips---lots of kids signed up.  
· Spring Lake Park; theme for the program was Minnesota.  Did an end of the summer Minnesota Vikings/football event with local football players and cheerleaders- lots of fun!.
· Roseville really working on making after-school more seamless and serving more students in all of their after-school program (SAC, enrichment, targeted services).  Roseville also had an Americorp Promise Fellow that could help with doing youth development opportunities with youth this summer.
· Big Lake Community  Ed is now in charge of the Leo’s Club in their district 

· Prior Lake offered their Environmental Learning Camp during SAC shut down week and had a large number of students participate.  
· Shakopee is looking at starting an Orchestra program and is looking for more information.
· St. Paul highlight of summer was a one week program for teens and tweens—specialized classes.  Had 200 kids or so sign up.  Fee based, but some kids also were able to get scholarships with 21st Century dollars.

· Robbinsdale worked on marketing to district students not currently enrolled in their public schools and increased their number of non-public students participating in Community Ed.

· Cambridge-Isanti- working on refund policies (do people offer differing refund policies for different activities?)

· Anoka-Hennepin working with SHIP grant and did some school gardens during the summer.
· Westonka runs a large summer program that runs in conjunction with SAC.  All SAC kids go to enrichment classes.  SAC theme for the summer was “When I Grow Up”- career focused.
II. Peace Factors Presentation-  Kathy Matthews from the organization Peace Factors gave a presentation to the group.  Peace Factors can offer trainings for either staff or kids on peace.
